Just a quick message from the team around how to help your child during the school closure.
Please only do 20/30 minutes of phonics and 20/30 minutes of maths work with your child a day! The EYFS guidelines state that at this age the majority of a child’s learning is through play. So wherever possible get dressed up, act out situations, build villages out of Lego, sing and dance to your favourite songs and even learn a new home skill. All of the things are helping your child to learn and developed different social and physical skills.
Any work that you complete with your child please would you upload it to tapestry, this would mean that we can still see what the children are busy doing while we are not at school. It will also help the team to show that the children are still contributing to their Early Learning Goals and meeting all aspects of learning. We will be checking tapestry every day and ensuring your observations are being placed into the right assessment areas. 
Much of the communication and activities for children to be doing in relation to school work will come through on the school website so please do keep checking that.
We will as a team endeavour to reply to everyone throughout this time with any concerns or queries. However due to the ongoing and ever-changing situation please keep in mind that our circumstances may change quickly making it difficult to reply.
